It seems like just yesterday that the school year began and already we are getting ready to close for this

year and to say goodbye to our kindergarteners. That is always such a melancholy time as we have watched
them grow from hesitant first years to confident students who can tackle any challenge. We will miss them
but also know it is time to move on. The class wishes th em all the best with the next chapter in their school

careers.

For the next two months we will work with
expanding our language skills through the

under standing of more complex words.  We will
add prefixes and suffixes to the root word an d
learn past, present, and future tenses.  The
students will work with the components  of a story
and write their own.  We continue to read
regularly.

In Writing the students wi Il work with descriptive
words. Currently the children are finding words in
the dictionary and reading the d  efinition to use in
a sentence. The younger students continue to use
many methods for forming their letters and
numbers. A favorite is writing on glass over a
template t hat shows the proper formation.  They
also are formin g symbols with clay. This approach
allows the students to take a very careful look at

the shapes of the symbols.

In Math the students will be introduced to
fractions and lear n about the parts of the whole.
We continue to work on one to one
correspondenc e, counting beyond ten, counting
backwards and skip counting. The older students
will have continued practice in math facts, story
problems, graphing, number lines and operations.

In Geography the students will be working with

the map of the United States , learning the names
and locations, regions, flags and end with facts
about Michigan.

In Science we are continuing the care of the
chickens that we have hatched befor e taking them
back to the farm.  We are focusing on science
experiments that will culmin ate with student

proje cts at our yearly science fair.  We also are
caring for plants that we have begun from seeds.
After that we will learn about mammals and their
unique characteristics including the human. We
also will conclude with nutrition and exer cise.
